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The safety of our pupils is paramount.  To ensure this safety we must ask everyone - pupils, parents and staff - to accept responsibility for his / her role in the process of making sure Borrowfield pupils are safe at all times.

· parents are asked to teach and remind their children of the basic rules for keeping safe

· parents are asked to show by example - your children trust you and copy your actions

· pupils are expected to behave responsibly, to take care and to follow advice given on keeping safe

· staff will instruct and remind pupils of keeping safe through road safety lessons, lessons on keeping safe in the community and through regular fire drills
· help and advice will be given by Tayside Police, Tayside Fire Brigade and    Tayside Road Safety Unit

Road Safety

When walking to and from school, pupils should always cross the road under the supervision of the School Crossing Patrol (Lollipop Person), or at the Toucan Crossing in Newhame Road.

Ongoing concerns over the safety of our pupils due to traffic and parking around school are being addressed once again by Parents ‘R’ Us, School Council and our Active Schools Co-ordinator.  During this 2008-9 we developed a draft School Travel Plan and this is being reviewed in the spring term of 2010. Pupils participate in ‘Road Safety Week’ on an annual basis where all aspects of traveling safely are experienced.
Junior Road Safety Officer (JRSOs)

Each year two pupils from P6 are trained as Junior Road Safety Officers.  These JRSOs work with Tayside Police personnel to support and reinforce safety initiatives and messages.

During the last few years Fit Fridays have been implemented with great success.  Our JRSOs, working with the Active School Co-ordinator, have asked and supported pupils to walk to school on Fridays.  Not only are pupils fitter, they are also safer due to much reduced traffic on Fridays!

When transporting children to and from school, parents should be aware of the dangers to young children from traffic near school.  Tayside Police advise that you :

· use the car park at the Community Centre

· ensure your child enters only through one of the small green pedestrian gates 

· park away from the school gates - beyond the yellow zigzags - when depositing or collecting pupils

· [image: image2.wmf]do not park on the yellow zig-zag lines.

· do not park in the bus lay-by         

· do not enter the school car park which is for staff only
· do not turn in the main school entrance.


Security

Angus Council has implemented a programme of safety and security improvements following the Cullen enquiry. The following measures have been implemented:

· Limiting access to school areas

[image: image3.wmf]Access to classrooms is limited with security locks fitted to all     buildings.  Parents should report to the office where any query can be dealt with.  Access to areas beyond the office is also limited by security locks.  If a child has an appointment out of school during school hours parents should collect the child from the office.

· Visitors’ Badges


All visitors including Parent helpers should report to the office where they should sign in and be issued with a “visitor’s badge” before entering the classroom areas   This also applies to all other visitors.
· Visitors’ Book

[image: image4.wmf]All visitors, including parents, must sign the visitors book on arrival and when leaving school.

· Signs


Signs have been placed at entrances directing visitors to the office.

· Fire Exits
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As we have limited the access to school buildings we have sought guidance from Tayside Fire Service on procedures for leaving buildings in case of an emergency.  All external doors are fitted with push bars or approved locks. Guidance from the Fire Service forms the basis of all procedures in school.

· Nursery

All external doors in the nursery building are fitted with alarms which are activated if any door is opened during the nursery session.
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Safety during PE lessons

[image: image7.wmf]The Council’s Health and Safety Policy states that no jewellery should be worn during PE lessons.  For obvious reasons of safety no child can be allowed to take part in PE lessons without first removing jewellery, especially earrings.  It may be better, for young children especially, to leave jewellery at home on days when PE will be taken.  We would ask that any child who does wear jewellery should be able to remove and replace the items, especially earrings, unaided.
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Safe Cycling

Children who are involved in cycling proficiency training may bring bicycles to school.  Pupils who have gained cycling proficiency awards may cycle to and from school.  Any child who brings a cycle to school must first have their parent/carer complete a permission form which may be collected from the school office, must wear a helmet and store their bicycle in the bicycle shed.
Cycling proficiency training is being offered as an “after-school activity” in the summer term to P6 pupils
Health Care

HEALTH CARE

Specific school staff attend to first aid and we have regular visits from the doctor, nurse and dentist.  Please tell us as soon as possible if your child has a specific medical condition.  

The School Health Team, working in partnership with parents and teacher, carries out assessments to ensure the best level of health for all school children.

Primary 1 

Parents are asked to return a completed health questionnaire. The School Nurse checks vision, height and weight for all children. Health interviews will then be carried out either by the school nurse or by the school doctor on selected children only.  Hearing is no longer checked in school.

Primary 7

All parents are asked to return a completed health questionnaire following which colour vision will be checked.  An opportunity to discuss health problems with the School Nurse or Doctor is offered.

Children with an identified health need may be seen more frequently.

HOW CAN PARENTS HELP?

1. Contact the school or School Health Service if you are worried about any aspect of your child’s health, emotional well-being or learning.

2. Please fill in and return all questionnaires sent to you. This helps the School Nurse and Doctor enormously.

3. If you are offered a health interview, please keep the appointment or request an alternative

4. If you feel that a problem has not been solved, please let us know.

Administration of Medicines
Many pupils will, at some time in their school careers, need to take medication.  For the vast majority this will be a short-term requirement, with pupils simply finishing a course of medication which has been prescribed for them by their family doctor.  Wherever possible parents are requested to ask for GP prescriptions which can be administered outwith the school day, i.e. in the morning and evening. 

However pupils may have medical conditions such as asthma or diabetes which may require long-term support and, if their conditions are not properly managed by taking regular medication in school, their access to education could be limited.  In addition, some children have conditions which may require occasional staff intervention eg severe allergic conditions such as anaphylaxis.  Pupils with such conditions are regarded as having health care needs but, notwithstanding these, the vast majority of children with such needs are able to attend school regularly and, with some support from the school staff, are able to take part in most normal school activities.

In any of these circumstances parents (or young people themselves if they are over the age of 16) should discuss the matter with school staff and agree the arrangements which will be made to provide support for the pupil. 
A written request form must be completed in advance when any medication is to be administered or taken in school.

The Programme of routine dental inspection of school children
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Tayside Community Dental Service will be inspecting P1 and P7 children in schools as part of the National Dental Inspection Programme.  Written parental consent is not required for dental inspections, but parents will be informed in writing approximately one week before the inspection date.  Immediately after the inspection, parents will be informed in writing of their child’s caries (dental decay) risk category.  Those children who are not registered with a dentist are invited to arrange an appointment for their child to attend the Community Dental Service for a single course of treatment after which parents are encouraged to register their children with a general dental practitioner.  Treatment is undertaken at a clinic or in a mobile dental unit, at a location convenient to the patient.  Parents are invited to attend.

The children in Nursery and P1 are also involved in the ‘toothbrushing’ initiative, where they are shown and encouraged to clean their teeth properly by a member of staff every day.  The ‘Childsmile’ team  also visit the Nursery and P1 children to promote good dental care.
Speech Therapist
Speech Therapy may be available for children requiring extra support.  
Child Protection
[image: image10.wmf]Given on-going public concern on the subject of child abuse, and previous changes in the law, schools are now required to report if we think any child has come to harm as a consequence of possible abuse.

Members of staff have been appointed to be responsible for Child Protection matters and special training has been undertaken.

In our school those people are Mrs Evelyn Noble and 
Mrs Sandra Smith (Designated Officers Child Protection).
However all staff in school are trained in recognsiing the following categories of abuse – physical abuse, physical neglect, emotional abuse, sexual abuse and non-organic failure to thrive.

Should you wish to talk further about Child Protection and the safety of children please feel free to contact the school.
As a school we have good interagency contacts with School Medical Officers, Social Workers and the Police, any or all of whom may become involved if abuse is suspected.  
Photographs / Video Footage

Occasionally, we may take photographs of the children at our establishment.  We may use these images in the schools handbook or in other printed publications that we produce, as well as on our website.  We may also make video recordings for educational use.

From time to time, our school may be visited by the media who will take photographs or film footage of a visiting dignitary or other high profile event.  Pupils may appear in these images, which may be used in local newspapers, or in certain circumstances on television.
To comply with the Data Protection Act 1998, we need your permission before we can photograph or make any recordings of your child and consent forms will be sent home.

Images of children or young people (up to the age of 18) must not appear in any publication or website without explicit parental consent in writing.

School Performances – It is important that school performances, should be enjoyable and worthwhile.  Pupils and staff will have worked hard to prepare for the production and it is important that the experiences is not disturbed by movement in the audience, flashes etc.  Similarly some parents/carers, relatives may wish to keep a record of the performance.  Under the copyright, Design and Patents Act 1988 an individual is permitted to make a video record of such a performance for their own personal use.  To ensure that neither the performance nor the audience is disrupted or inconveniences, the use of videos and cameras must be carefully controlled.  Accordingly anyone wishing to record all or part of a production (for domestic use) must seek permission from the head teacher well in advance.  The school should ensure that a record is maintained of those to whom permission is granted.  (Angus Council Policy Guidelines ‘Use of Pupil Images using Digital Technology and Use of Mobile Phones in Educational Establishments’
Parental Access to Records

The School Pupil Records (Scotland) Regulations 1990
Details of the regulations and process for obtaining information specific to pupils are available by contacting the school directly.

Insurance

The Authority insures against its legal liability for 

(a) accidental person injury and
(b) accidental damage to property not belonging to the school or Council
This means that if an injury is sustained or personal property is damaged/broken/lost due to negligence or omission on the part of the school or its staff, claim costs will be met by the Council’s public liability policy.  There is no automatic right to compensation.  It is the responsibility of the person making the claim to prove that the Council has been negligent in their actions leading to the loss.   Parents may wish to consider their own insurance arrangements in terms of appropriate extensions to their household insurance or arranging their own separate covers.
Management for Drug Related Incidents
In accordance with the Scottish Government guidelines and Angus Council Education Department policy and practice, and in common with all Angus schools, this school has in place procedures for dealing safely and effectively with drug-related incidents.

Parents of pupils involved will be informed whenever an incident occurs which involves possessing, using or selling illegal or controlled drugs or volatile substances  

· in or around the school premises

· during school lunchtime or after-hours activities including visits and excursions

· on vehicles contracted by Angus Council for transporting school pupils to and from school or school activities.

Parents should note that it is Angus Council policy for Tayside Police to be involved in all instances where the drug(s) in question are illegal or controlled substances not prescribed to the possessor.  The attention of parents is also drawn to our school policy on the use of medication by pupils.  Further information can be obtained by contacting the Head Teacher.
